Attractions: Approach to the South Luangwa NP, one of the
best parks in Africa, along the Luangwa river , in the great rift
valley,. cultural visits, tribal textiles, Wafwa lagoon.

Activities: Early departure for an alternative off-road short cut
to the Park, game drives/walks , night drives.

Wildlife: 59 Species of game, Thomicroft's Giraffe, Cooksons
Wildebeest, biggest Hippo bloats, Buffalo obstinacies and small Elephants plus 400 Bird species.
Accommodation: Camping at a lodge close to the Luangwa river.
